 To keep things fair, safe, and aligned withourcharitableresponsibilities, there are a few things AKFC is not

able to provide for independently organized events:

Funding or reimbursement for event expenses

Charitable tax receipts

Mail or email lists (including donor lists or AKFC staff lists)

Event recruitment or promotion in print or paid advertising

Guaranteed attendance by AKFC staff or Senior Volunteers

Assistance with ticket sales or corporate sponsorships

Applications for venue permits or licenses

Prizes, auction items, or in-kind donations

Signed contracts, agreements, or insurance coverage
